Course orientation
Career Exploration Project ~ Valencia high school

Purpose

· Allow students the chance to show the cumulative skills they have learned while in high school.

· Direct students toward real experience in a career field in which they have an interest.

· Give students a chance to work at something they are personally invested in.

Principles

· Make a plan

· Write it down

· Follow through

· Keep records/journal

· Evaluate setbacks

· Embrace the challenge

Process

· Design a general  project

· Find a mentor in the community

· Specifically define the scope and expectations of your project; formally submit that plan

· Complete research necessary to helping you complete your project

· Create a series of steps you will take toward your final product

· Turn in completed journal and completed portfolio including sources/Bibliography.

· Present project to a panel.  This presentation is a formal presentation – as though you were having a job interview and you were “selling” yourself.  This MUST include visual aids, proper attire, proper attitude, good diction, and good preparation.

· Project ideas may be rejected because of danger, lack of feasibility, appropriateness, or other reasons.  

· Any cost or injury related to the career exploration project is the responsibility of the student.  

Attendance Policy

· Select a mentor and meet with them regularly

· Complete the project in a manner acceptable to your mentor and teacher

· Submit a complete portfolio

· Make a high quality presentation to a small panel
